“HE’S PROUD OF ME ANYWAY”

As a mother working full time, with two grade-school age children, our daughter is busy!  And like any busy parent she sometimes uses any means of persuasion available with which reluctant children can be encouraged to cooperate.  Some years ago, Katie (4 years old at the time) was having a not-so-cooperative day and her mom was trying to stay one step ahead in the exchanges that were taking place.  Seizing on the clincher in what was turning out to be a stalemate she said…

“you know, Katie, if you could get this done now your grand-daddy would really be proud of you.”  And without a moment’s hesitation, grand-daughter Katie responded… “he’s proud of me anyway!”  And there it is; as simple and at the same time as profound as that.  In her own way Katie had good insight into the meaning of unconditional love…  you don’t have to negotiate it; you don’t have to barter for it—it’s just there.

If only all children everywhere could feel secure in that kind of love.  If only family relationships could consistently be strengthened by knowing the enriching power of such love.  If only friendships could be built on such foundations.  It doesn’t mean that we are always pleased with the behavior of our children, or the exchanges within the family; or the activities of friends.  But it does mean that in the midst of everything and in spite of everything, we care about each other and have love for one another.
